Open Enrollment Continues

Open Enrollment for The University of New Mexico is now available through Friday, May 13, Open Enrollment is a chance for UNM employ-
ees to enroll in or make changes to their participation in UNM benefit plans, including:

Medical, dental and vision plans

e Life insurance

e  Long-term disability

e Accidental death and dismemberment (AD&D)

The benefit changes made during Open Enrollment will take effect on July 1st of this year. Employees will not be able to make changes to their
plan(s) after this period unless they experience a Qualifying Change of Status Event.

Note: If you make NO changes during this Open Enrollment period, your current benefits elections will continue for the 2016 -
2017 plan year.

VEBA Opt-Out: Applies to faculty and staff employed in a benefits-eligible position between June 30, 2013 — June 30 2015. Current
VEBA patticipants have the opportunity to opt-out of VEBA contributions during the Open Enrollment period with an effective date of July
1, 2016. Opting out of VEBA patticipation is only permitted during this period, and results in the loss of any applicable grandfathered VEBA
service credit and forfeiture of access to UNM Post-Retirement Benefits.
